TOUR DOWN UNDER

Traffic Marshalls required!

The TDU 2008 needs volunteers to act as traffic
marshals to assist police with the TDU rolling
road closure. The dates required are between
Jan 22 - 26™ 2008 inclusive. Volunteers must
be over 18 years of age and have their own
transport. The place of duty would be on a
country road or in a country town on the

race route. Volunteers would be required to
attend at a designated location at a nominated
time and stop traffic from leaving a side road
and entering the road the TDU is using by
displaying a 'stop' sign at the appropriate time.
Volunteers must undergo a short training
session (approximately 20 minutes) this is
conducted by SAPOL at a venue suitable for
both parties. All equipment and safety vests,
hats etc required is supplied by the TDU and
will be delivered to and collected

from volunteers. The duty usually takes
between 10 - 25 minutes to perform but this is
totally dependant on the distance/time between
the first and last rider in the race.
